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THE IMPACT OF INFORMATION TECHNOLOGIES ON HUMAN FREEDOM
IN THE CONTEXT OF SIGMUND FREUD’S THEORY
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Annotation. The article explores the paradoxical impact of digital technologies on individual freedom through the lens of Sigmund Freud's
psychoanalytic theory. It is argued that information environments, while expanding human operational capabilities, simultaneously narrow the
space of internal autonomy by systematically affecting the conflicting structures of the psyche: unconscious impulses (the "Id"), the rational
"Ego," and internal prohibitions (the "Superego"). The analysis reveals mechanisms of "digital Superego" formation and the exploitation of the
pleasure principle, leading to a new form of neurotic dependence. As a solution, the author suggests not a rejection of technology, but the
development of conscious interaction practices — "digital Ego hygiene" aimed at strengthening psychological maturity and critical reflection.
